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This book on Jewish prayer contains insights on the meaning of
selected phrases and prayers from the traditional liturgy and on the
personalist theology behind traditional Jewish prayer. It also includes
meditations on the liturgy, and clear instructions on how to pray certain
prayers, both normally and mystically.
