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state, and local levels in the United States as well as the international
arts sector. The work will interest academic readers in the field and
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follow the argument. The authors look at the arts historical growth and
then examine consumption and production of the live performing arts
and the fine arts, the functioning of arts markets, the financial
problems of performing arts companies and museums, and the key role
of public policy. A final chapter speculates about the future of art and
culture in the United States.
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
