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This study investigates adverbial clauses from a cross-linguistic
perspective. In line with other recent typological research in the context
of complex sentences and clause-linkage, it proceeds from a detailed,
multivariate analysis of the morphosyntactic characteristics of the
phenomenon under scrutiny.
