In particular, through an in-depth
analysis of sovereignty, international cooperation and solidarity, and
their manifestations in disaster contexts, the book assesses the
concrete scope and nature of the obligations of the state affected by
the disaster, and those of the international community, respectively.
Considerable attention is devoted to the applicable legal framework
governing disaster response in mixed situations of disaster and armed
conflict, and to the main problems and operational challenges entailed
by the involvement of foreign military personnel and assets in disaster
response.
