This book takes a fresh look at the relationship between aspect, tense
and mood in Early Vedic, the language of the Rigveda . Although
numerous studies have examined the functional range of individual
verbal categories in this language, this work is the first attempt to
approach this problem from an overall, systemic perspective. With
