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In the spring of 1942, Nazi forces occupying the Ukraine launched a
wave of executions targeting the region's remaining Jewish
communities. These mass shootings were open, public, and intimate.
Although the victims themselves could never testify against their
killers, many eyewitnesses could and did identify the perpetrators.
