Dostoevsky and the Russian People is a comprehensive study of the
people and folklore in his art. Linda Ivanits investigates the integration
of Dostoevsky's religious ideas and his use of folklore in his major
fiction. She surveys the shifts in Dostoevsky's thinking about the
Russian people throughout his life and offers comprehensive studies of
the people and folklore in Crime and Punishment, The Idiot, The Devils,
and The Brothers Karamazov.
