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Confederate General P.G.T.Beauregard once wrote that "'no people ever
warred for independence with more relative advantages than the
Confederates." If there was any doubt as to what Beauregard sought to
imply, he later to chose to spell it out: the failure of the Confederacy lay
with the Confederate president Jefferson Davis.<p/>In Jefferson Davis's
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present fascinating examinations of the men who led the South through
the nation's bloodiest conflict, focusing in particular on Jefferson
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
