However, it has proved easier to make
broad claims that "history matters' than to theorise with any depth
about the appropriate role for history in economic analysis. Historical
Analysis in Economics considers what history can contribute to the
science of economics: how would it matter if “history mattered?'
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This book explores the ways that institutions play a role - or fail to - in
Japanese and American approaches to regional governance in East Asia.
It uses recent studies on the logic and dynamics of institutions to
determine the logic of order within the East Asia region. The central

focus is on bilateral and multilateral regional institutions.
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
