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For this volume,the authorhas brought together a group of
distinguished writers to explore a wide range of issues affecting sibling
relationships. This exciting collection of papers addresses a long
neglected subject in psychoanalytic thinking. Since Sigmund Freud,
psychoanalytic attention has focused firmly on the Oedipal triangle and
as a consequence sibling relationships have languished in virtual
oblivion. In recent years the importance of siblings has started to be
investigated but we are still at the beginning of formulating theory on
this subject. This book raises fascinating issues for therapists who are
forging new forms of thought on the interplay of sibling relationships.
