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This volume covers the transition period stretching from the reign of
Justinian I to the end of the 8th cent., focusing on the experience of
individuals who lived through the last decades of Byzantine rule in
Egypt before the arrival of the new Arab rulers. The contributions
drawing from the wealth of sources we have for Egypt, explore
phenomena of stability and disruption during the transition from the
classical to the postclassical world.
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
