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One of the most popular poets of her time, Charlotte Smith revived the
sonnet form in England, influencing Wordsworth and Keats. Equally
popular as a                novelist, she experimented with many genres,
and even her children's books were                highly regarded by her
contemporaries. Charlotte Smith's letters enlarge our
understanding of her literary achievement, for they show the private
world of                spirit, determination, anger, and sorrow in which she
