resource] ] : also, His Majesties speech, and protestation, made in the
head of his army, between Stafford and Wellington, Sept. 19. 1642 after
the reading of his orders : together with His Majesties speech to the
gentlemen, clergie, free-holders, and inhabitants of the county of
Oxon, at Oxford, Novemb. 2. 1642 : and a prayer of thanksgiving for
His Majesties late victory over the rebels
