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By looking at Disney from some of its many angles - the history and
the persona of its founder, a selection of its films (from the blockbuster
successes to the less than successful), its approaches to animation, its
branding and fandom, and the ways that it has been understood and



reinterpreted within popular culture - it is hoped that Discussing
Disney offers its readers (and the field of Disney Studies) a more
holistic understanding of a company that is arguably one of the most
important forces within culture - popular or otherwise - within (so far)
the Twentieth and Twenty-First Centuries.
