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Current play therapy resources offer details on how to conduct play
therapy, but are limited in addressing the challenges that develop when
therapists conduct play therapy with real-life clients. Using the Child-
Centered Play Therapy Approach, Ray has written the first book to
address these complex play therapy subjects. Topics covered include:
integrating field knowledge of play, development, and theory into the
advanced play therapist's knowledge base; working with difficult
situations, such as limit-setting, aggression, and parents; addressing
modern work concerns like measuring progress
