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The assumption that Christianity in India is nothing more than a
European, western, or colonial imposition is open to challenge. Those
who now think and write about India are often not aware that
Christianity is a non-western religion, that in India this has always been
so, and that there are now more Christians in Africa and Asia than in
the West. Recognizing that more understanding of the separate
histories and cultures of the many Christian communities in India will
be needed before a truly comprehensive history of Christianity in India
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
