chemotherapy. Indeed, the now famous "O'Neill Report" (https://amr-
review.org/) suggests that, by 2050, more people might die from
antibiotic-resistant bacterial infections than from cancer. While we are
still learning all the subtle drivers of antibiotic resistance, it seems
increasingly clear that we need to take a "one health" approach,
curtailing the use of antibiotics in both human and veterinary medicine.
