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Cette exploitation annuelle de 'Enquéte Emploi de I'Insee, réalisée par
le DEPS, permet une estimation quantitative de I'emploi — et une
caractérisation de cet emploi — dans les professions culturelles, c’est-
a-dire dans les professions spécifiques du domaine des arts, des
spectacles et de I'information. The annual National Institute for
Statistics and Economic Studies (Institut national de la statistique et des
études économiques, or INSEE Employment Survey, which is carried out
each year by the Département des études, de la prospective et des
statistigues (DEPS), allows the overall economic weight of jobs in the
cultural sector to be measured, of which over half are now based in the
cultural industries.
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This book, originally published in 1911, chronicles the history of the
10th (Irish) Division during the Gallipoli Campaign of World War I.
Written by Major Bryan Cooper, it details the formation, challenges, and
bravery of this division, which was the first Irish Division to serve in the
British Army during the war. The narrative captures the division's
significant sacrifices and gallantry despite facing numerous adversities,



including being under-equipped and encountering severe conditions.
The author aims to honor the memory of the officers and men who
served and to highlight their contributions to the war effort. This work
serves as both a historical record and a tribute to the division's valor,
intended for readers interested in military history and Irish
contributions to World War |I.
