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father and his self with the truth"--
"After the passage of the 1965 Voting Rights Act, Reverend Robert
Spike stepped away from the media spotlight and from civil rights
politics. As director of the National Council of Churches, he had
organized churches to support the passage of both the Civil Rights Act
and Voting Rights Act. He collaborated with major civil rights leaders
on strategy, and he helped the LBJ White House craft legislation and the
President's civil rights speeches, especially on the Voting Rights Act.
Then in Columbus, Ohio, he was viciously murdered. The murder was
never solved. Very little effort went into finding the murderer. The
Columbus police and the FBI put a special spin on the story--they
hinted the unsolved murder was the brutal end of a gay relationship.
During his father's rise in the civil rights movement, Paul Spike lived a
life eerily similar to Holden Caulfield's--a young intellectual lost in the
labyrinth of booze, drugs, and girls. At Columbia University, he was on
the fringes of the S.D.S. Movement. That rootless life ended with his
father's murder. He began his search for the meaning of his father's life
and death. In the new afterword, Spike says, 'Murder is an indelible
stain on a family. It never fades. After 50 years, I understand why I tried
to do this. And why I left America. I still dream of justice for my father.'

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Sommario/riassunto Les transformations que connaît la famille aujourd'hui ne sont pas de
simples adaptations aux valeurs contemporaines. Elles atteignent
toutes les caractéristiques structurelles du type de famille
spécifiquement moderne et, par là, signalent une dérive postmoderne
de société auquel il est inséparablement lié. La fin de la famille
moderne n'est ni un réquisitoire, ni un cri de ralliement. Il constitue un
effort pour appréhender la portée civilisationnelle des changements
contemporains de la famille. Il est difficile d'anticiper ce qu'il adviendra
de celle-ci au XXIe siècle. Mais sa postérité se joue beaucoup dans la
lucidité à l'oeuvre dans la compréhension de la véritable mutation qui
l'affecte.
