Environmental history has developed into an important field of
historical research. The consideration of past human-environment
interactions can contribute to the understanding of today's interactions
and provide orientation knowledge for current social and political
environmental debates. The establishment of the DFG Graduate School
1024 "Interdisciplinary Environmental History. Natural Environment and
Social Action in Central Europe "at the Georg-August University in
Gottingen 2004 was an important step towards establishing
environmental history in the German research landscape. The
interdisciplinary approach, which tries to combine scientific and

cultural research methods and research questions, has always been
characteristic of the Gottingen research. After nine years of funding,
the college ended its work in 2013. This volume contains contributions
from the final workshop. Under the themes of “Capturing the
Environment”, “Planning the Environment” and “Resisting the
Environment”, the authors use selected case studies to give insights
into some of the research results achieved by the Research Training
Group.
