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Intensely persecuted during the English Interregnum, early Quakers left
a detailed record of the suffering they endured for their faith. Margaret
Fell, Letters, and the Making of Quakerism is the first book to connect
the suffering experience with the communication network that drew the
faithful together to create a new religious community.
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
