Cnosso. Tuttavia, si sa molto poco di lui, e gran parte di cid sembra
suggerire che il suo pensiero tendesse maggiormente al dogmatismo, e
in particolare alla filosofia eraclitea. Il puzzle ha preparato la scena per
un dibattito a lungo termine, ma, finora, non & stata proposta alcuna
soluzione concordata. Il presente libro fornisce un esame ravvicinato
delle prove antiche cosi come della letteratura critica, e arriva alla
conclusione che Enesidemo intendeva semplicemente offrire
un'interpretazione scettica di Eraclito e che le idee che sono incorporate
in essa esprimono caratteristiche distintive del suo scetticismo.
