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This primer presents some promising and innovative mileage fee
system designs and transition strategies. For states or localities that
are considering a transition to mileage fees, awareness of these
strategies can help determine whether shifting from fuel taxes to
mileage fees merits further consideration. For jurisdictions already
engaged in detailed assessments of mileage fees, these concepts can
help reduce costs and build public support.
