Sommario/riassunto Civil wars are the dominant form of violence in the contemporary
international system, yet they are anything but local affairs. This book
explores the border-crossing features of such wars by bringing
together insights from international relations theory, sociology, and
transnational politics with a rich comparative-quantitative literature. It
highlights the causal mechanisms - framing, resource mobilization,
socialization, among others - that link the international and
transnational to the local, emphasizing the methods required to
measure them. Contributors examine specific mechanisms leading to
particular outcomes in civil conflicts ranging from Chechnya, to
Afghanistan, to Sudan, to Turkey. Transnational Dynamics of Civil War
thus provides a significant contribution to debates motivating the
broader move to mechanism-based forms of explanation, and will
engage students and researchers of international relations, comparative
politics, and conflict processes.

Se trata del territorio norteafricano de mas intensa
imbricacién con la Peninsula lbérica y el nico en no estar bajo el
dominio otomano. La intensidad de las relaciones entre la Peninsula y
el Magreb se debe en gran parte a la poblacion judia, verdadera
mediadora entre estos dos conjuntos religiosos, culturales y politicos.
Los judios tuvieron que vivir en un ambiente fronterizo y adoptaron
estrategias que dejaron una profunda huella en el judaismo moderno.
En este libro se habla de judios y también de conversos al cristianismo
o de criptojudios. Los contactos de los judios magrebies con las
comunidades peninsulares son constantes y la existencia de conversos,
de «cristianos nuevos», es uno de los problemas mas importantes de
los primeros siglos de la Edad Moderna espafiola. La historia de estas
comunidades forma parte, pues, de la historia de Espafia como de la
del Magreb: aparente paradoja que estas actas contribuyen a esclarecer
y definir en su justa escala.
