This volume
argues that, on the whole, African leaders and the way they reach
power generally do contribute to shaping their countries' progresses
and achievements. It also zooms in on some influential African leaders
who recently emerged in key states across the continent, illustrating
and explaining the individual paths that brought them to power while
reflecting on the prospects for their governments' actions. Far from the
simplistic stereotypes of immovable, ineffective and greedy rulers, the
resulting picture reveals dynamic and rapidly evolving political
scenarios with key implications for development in the region.
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
