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This is a critical analysis of the rhetorical and preaching theories of the
13-century Spanish philosopher and theologian, Ramon Llull. It
demonstrates how Llull adapted commonplace ideas of courtly speech
and popular sermons in order to create a unitary art of secular and
sacred eloquence.
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
