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When the sun set on the British Empire, the resultant fragmentation of
British identity emerged most tellingly in artistic works: cinematic
works such as Howards End depicted a richly historical land steeped in



tradition and tragedy, while the more modern Lock, Stock and Two
Smoking Barrels revealed a brutal yet sharply humorous portrayal of
contemporary English life.
