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The subjects of this book - a foundation president, two business CEOs,
a doctor, a former college president, a teacher and author, and two
school superintendents - grew up with a determination to get educated
that was fostered by parents and grandparents. Ingrained in each of
them is a sense of honor, the need to treat others with respect, and an
inner strength-qualities nurtured by family members. They hope that
their stories inspire not only their contemporaries but the next
generation of Latinas as well.
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American Anarchism by Steve J. Shone is a work of political theory and
history that focuses on nineteenth century American Anarchism,
together with two European anarchists who influenced some of the
Americans. The nine thinkers discussed are Alexander Berkman,
Voltairine de Cleyre, Samuel Fielden, Luigi Galleani, Peter Kropotkin,
Lucy Parsons, Max Stirner, William Graham Sumner, and Benjamin
Tucker. Shone emphasizes the value of using ideas from nineteenth
century American Anarchism to solve contemporary political problems.
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
