approach was inspired by changes implemented at John Deere factories
by a general manager named Dick Kleine. Stahl uses the story of
Kleine's transformation of the Deere factories to construct a checklist of
essential conditions for Worker Leadership . He also discusses
competition with China and South Korea and tells the story of
production that GE recently "reshored" from China to the United States.
Stahl considers the potential for applying Worker Leadership beyond
manufacturing, provides a brief history of manufacturing, and even
reveals the dark side of Toyota's system that opens another competitive
opportunity for America. Worker Leadership offers a blueprint for

global competitive advantage that should be read by anyone concerned
about America's current productivity paralysis.
