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These essays from the doyen of Moses studies focus on issues
primarily in Pentatuchal/Hexateuchal research. The volume, containing
several papers previously unpublished, forms a companion volume to
Coats's 'Moses: Heroic Man, Man of God'. Together the two volumes
comprise the whole of Coats's unique and wide-ranging investigations
of the figure of Moses.
