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For many years reading Alan Ramsey's vitriolic, confronting but always
engaging and insightful pieces in the Sydney Morning Herald was a
standard feature of Saturday mornings for many Australians. He may
have disappeared from our Saturday papers but he certainly hasn't
been forgotten- by those who applauded his opinions, those he



enraged, and by the politicians he wrote about. From mid-1987 to the
end of 2008, no one had greater access to our national parliament and
politicians than Alan Ramsey. From the granite quarry of national
politics in Canberra, Ramsey wrote 2273 columns for the Sydney
