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Given the centrality of Africa to Italy's national identity, a thorough
study of Italian colonial history and culture has been long overdue. Two
important developments, the growth of postcolonial studies and the
controversy surrounding immigration from Africa to the Italian
peninsula, have made it clear that the discussion of Italy's colonial past
is essential to any understanding of the history and construction of the
nation.
