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Terme entre dans l'usage courant au cours de la premiere moitie du
XIXe siecle, l'art roman distingue, en histoire de l'art, la periode qui
s'etend entre le debut du XIe jusqu'a la fin du XIIe siecle. Revelant une
grande diversite d'ecoles regionales, chacune demontrant ses
specificites, l'art roman, dans l'architecture comme dans la sculpture,
est marque par ses formes brutes. Par sa riche iconographie, au fil d'un
texte captivant, cet ouvrage nous propose de redecouvrir cet art
moyenageux, encore souvent trop peu considere face a l'art gothique
qui lui succeda.
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The Raft of Odysseus looks at the fascinating intersection of traditional
myth with an enthnographically-viewed Homeric world. Carol
Dougherty argues that the resourcefulness of Odysseus as an
adventurer on perilous seas served as an example to Homer's society
which also had to adjust in inventive ways to turbulent conditions. The
fantastic adventures of Odysseus act as a prism for the experiences of
Homer's own listeners--traders, seafarers, storytellers, soldiers--and
give us a glimpse into their own world of hopes and fears, 500 years
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after the Iliadic events were supposed to have happened.
