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The question "Where do we come from?" has fascinated philosophers,



scientists, and artists for generations. This book reorients the question
of the matrix as a place where everything comes from (chora, womb,
incubator) by recasting it in terms of acts of "matrixial/maternal
hospitality" producing space and matter of and for the other.
