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This is the untold story of how some of Germany's top aristocrats
contributed to Hitler's secret diplomacy during the Third Reich,
providing a direct line to their influential contacts and relations across
Europe - especially in Britain, where their contacts included the press
baron and Daily Mail owner Lord Rothermere and the future King
Edward VIII. Using previously unexplored sources from Britain,
Germany, the Netherlands, the Czech Republic, and the USA, Karina
Urbach unravels the story of top-level go-betweens such as the Duke
of Coburg, grandson of Queen Victoria, and the seductive Steph
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
