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Questioning the manner in which the reception of sanctuary in modern
Australia changes migrants' sense of belonging, this interdisciplinary
volume focuses on the disjuncture between receiving sanctuary and
feeling secure in one's self and community. With emphasis on the
formation and expression of migrant and refugee cultures, the book
deliberately blurs the distinction between migrants and refugees, in
order to engage more directly with the subjectivities of lived experience
and social networks.
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South Asians in Diaspora is a collection of essays concerning the
history, politics, and anthropology of migration in India, Pakistan, and
Sri Lanka, as well as in the numerous overseas locations, such as Fiji,
Africa, the Caribbean and USA, where South Asians migrated in the
colonial period and after. It addresses the connections between
migration, problems of identity and ethnic conflict from a comparative
perspective, and highlights the role of shared colonial experiences in
providing ‘communal’ solidarities and discord.
