He
plays the trumpet, the saz, the flute, hears voices that urge him to
violence, sees angels in the skies and djinns in the street, inscribes
prayers and invocations on the walls of his room, and across the
suburb. Ulgezer offers a remarkable portrait of this crazed visionary, a
madman and a mystic, intoxicated with hashish and Sufism, who
wrecks the family, but is also an enchanted being. Ali's mother has
