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Tom Richards is the only Australian-born Test rugby player to have
played for both Australia and the British Lions. When the Australian
team won the Gold Medal for rugby at the 1908 Olympic Games, the
London Times pronounced: 'If ever the Earth had to select a Rughy
Football team to play against Mars, Tom Richards would be the first
player chosen.'. With an introduction by leading Australian rugby writer
Greg Growden, Richards's diaries offer wonderful insights into his
extraordinary sporting life, but more importantly provide perceptive
and acute observations of the brutality and the humanity
