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Since the millennium, the neurophysiological and psychological bases
of moral judgements and actions have been the topic of much empirical
research. This volume discusses the relevance and possible usage of
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this research for (meta-)ethics and action theory. An overview of the
empirical research, followed by critical assessments of several of its
results, provides orientation on the research and criteria for its
reasonable usage.
