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In the 2010 federal election, independent candidate Andrew Wilkie
grabbed headlines after winning the seat of Denison, and with it a key
role in deciding who would form the next government of Australia.
Before he was a politician, however, Wilkie was Australia's most talked-
about whistleblower.In March 2003, Wilkie resigned from Australia's
peak intelligence agency in protest over the looming war in Iraq. He
was the only serving intelligence officer from the 'coalition of the
willing' - the US, the UK and Australia - to do so, and his dramatic
move was reported throughout the world.Wilkie's ac
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
