Profiles an array of innovative
nonprofit organizations from around the world that provides the reader
with a balanced picture of the sector and show commonalities between
cases that come from different countries, regions, and fields.
Discussion questions at the end of each case ask the reader to reflect
and analyze the innovation as well think creatively and initiate
successful innovations themselves.
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
