Lektüreempfehlungen zur selbständigen Weiterarbeit an.
Raimund Schulz’s presentation of the Persian Wars offers students a
concise overview of a central theme in Greek history. He provides a
basic introduction to research work while drawing on selected sources
and also presents historiographical methods and issues. He imparts
basic knowledge relevant for examinations and uses exercises and
recommendations for further reading to stimulate independent study.
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This book constitutes the proceedings of the 37th IFIP WG 6.1
International Conference on Formal Techniques for Distributed Objects,
Components, and Systems, FORTE 2017, held in Neuchâtel,
Switzerland, in June 2017, as part of the 12th International Federated
