that have framed the study of slavery in the Americas for decades. The
book investigates such topics as the illegal slave trade in Cuba, the
Creole slave revolt in the U.S., and the debate between pro- and
antislavery factions over the interstate slave trade in the South.
Together, the authors offer fresh and provocative insights into the
interrelations of capitalism, sovereignty, and slavery.
