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Southeast Asia: A Testament covers the tragic history of post war
Indonesia from its successful struggle against the Dutch to Suharto's
bloody overthrow of Sukarno in 1965. It also gives a personal account
of the US involvement in Indochina, where George Kahin was an early
critic of the Viethnam war and struggled to open the eyes of policy
makers to the historical, political and military realities of the
Vietnamese situation. Kahin also witnessed the reluctant involvement
of Cambodia in the conflict, and the 1970 coup against Prince Sihanouk
which paved the way for the Communist acce
