Given the high share of fossil fuels in the energy mix of
the members of ASEAN, tremendous challenges must be faced for their
energy transition in the post-Covid-19 world. The authors call for
sound policy and applicable technologies to ensure sustainable energy
availability, accessibility, and affordability to reach emission reduction
targets.
