Moving from the
fringes of philosophy to become a main player in debates concerning
truth and the logical paradoxes, dialetheism has thrived since the
publication of Graham Priest’s In Contradiction, and several of the
papers find their roots in a conference on dialetheism held in Glasgow
to mark the 25th anniversary of Priest’s book. The content presented
here demonstrates the considerable body of work produced in this field
in recent years. With a broad focus, this book also addresses the
applications of dialetheism outside the more familiar area of the logical
paradoxes, and includes pieces discussing the application of
dialetheism in metaphysics, philosophy of language, and philosophy of
mind.
