La dimension
patrimoniale et didactique du film sur la littérature, la starisation liée à
l’incarnation des auteurs semblent dominer les discours
cinématographiques et télévisuels.

Les
études ici rassemblées témoignent qu’un discours critique est en jeu
dès lors que le cinéma ou la télévision engagent un geste de
mythification ou de démystification.

d’une méditation sur le temps et la mémoire.  Does a film about a
writer represent a life, an institutional position, or a discourse? Is the
goal of literary television programs or on-line critical videos to make
literary more accessible? Questions of cultural heritage and education,
as well as the “star” status of writers, seem to dominate
cinematographic and televisual approaches to literature: is the term
“literary criticism” justified in these cases, or would it be more
appropriate to consider these works as pure cultural objects?
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Originally published in 1961. Greek philosophers were concerned with
the distinction between appearance and reality, and all the differences
in their philosophic systems were ultimately predicated on their
different views of this distinction. The history of Greek rationalism is,
then, a study of the changing basis of Greek philosophy. George Boas
provides a historical account of rationalism in classical philosophy. He
focuses on four central topics: the distinction between appearance and
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reality, the method used to establish the distinction, the appraisal of
life made by the philosophers studied, and their ethical theories.
