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Sounding Imperial offers a more nuanced sense of poetry's unseen role
in larger historical processes, emphasizing not just appropriation or
collusion but the murky middle range in which most British authors
operated during their colonial encounters and the voices that they used
to make those cross-cultural encounters seem vivid and alive.
