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This book broadly analyzes the displacement or forced relocation of
Adivasis Indigenous peoples from the Narmada Valley in India due to
the construction and execution of a large development project, the
Sardar Sarovar project, which has substantially transformed Adivasi
lives, roles, practices, and autonomy, and increased their dependence
on capital, market, unsustainable farming practices and urban jobs.
