The
topics of the 24 essays range from the Persian Alexander romance, to
Ferdowsi's Shahnama and other epics, the poetics and imagery of the
ghazal and the gasida, Mughal court poetry, Sufism, Ismaili history,
Baha'i literature, Iranian linguistics, the modern writer Sadeq Hedayat,
and the reception of Salman Rushdie's novel in Persian translation.
